PECLA is home to Porsche Motorsport North America, a 53-acre driver development track, a variety of meeting and special event spaces, Porsche Exclusive – Personal Design Studio including New Vehicle Delivery, a Simulator Lab equipped with virtual reality, the Porsche Retail Store offering all three Porsche brands (Porsche Design, Porsche Lifestyle, and Porsche Museum), Speedster Café, and Restaurant 917 for the ultimate fine-dining experience.

FEATURES
PECLA is a destination where customers and enthusiasts alike can immerse themselves in the Porsche brand. The highlight of the facility is the 53-acre driver development track consisting of eight different modules designed to simulate everyday driving conditions and provide challenging environments to experience the thrill of driving Porsche sports cars. The venue is also home to a meeting and special event spaces, Porsche Exclusive – Personal Design Studio and New Vehicle Delivery, a Simulator Lab, the Porsche Retail Store and a gallery of rotating Porsche vehicles. For dining, guests can enjoy Speedster Café for freshly made grab-and-go fare and Restaurant 917 for the ultimate fine-dining experience.
Driver Development Track 
· Extensive vehicle fleet including the 911, Panamera, 718 Boxster, 718 Cayman, Macan, Cayenne and Taycan models.

· The track consists of eight driving modules:

Acceleration Straight 
The Acceleration Straight provides a safe and controlled environment to fully explore how a Porsche accelerates using launch control for an added bonus. Near the end of the nearly 3/4 mile circuit, is a replica of the Karussell (Carousel), the famous banked curve on the Nordschleife (North Loop) of the Nürburgring.

Kick Plate 
The Kick Plate is a computer-controlled hydraulic-actuated plate, set flush to the road surface, designed to induce loss of rear wheel traction, putting the car into a skid or spin. Drivers are taught the correct technique to ‘catch’ the slide and bring the car under control. 

Ice Hill 
The Ice Hill simulates an icy mountain road where a driver is likely to lose control up or down the hill.  The Ice Hill has a 7% slope, computer-controlled water jets and a low friction surface. This combination provides a unique and challenging scenario to test even the most experienced of drivers.  





Handling Circuit	
A 1.3 mile Handling Circuit, is designed to mimic a country road with a number of corners and undulations. Here, a driver will learn proper braking technique and how to choose the correct line when negotiating the corners. The Handling Circuit has been designed not as a race track, but as a challenging canyon road. Using the contours of the land, this track has a flowing series of corners and undulations that offer different challenges for both car and driver. 

Low Friction Circle	
The Low Friction Circle is a 300-foot diameter, wetted polished concrete circle that creates an ideal environment to provoke, correct and hold oversteer at various speeds.
Off-Road	
The Off Road course is designed to demonstrate the technical systems of the Porsche Cayenne and Macan in off-road conditions. With ascents and descents of up to 78%, rough terrain and unfeasible side slopes that challenge even the most impressive 4x4s, the Cayenne and Macan are more than capable of conquering the toughest obstacles. After ascending to the top of a 25-foot hill, drivers are rewarded with a spectacular vantage point of the entire facility. 

Low Friction Handling Circuit 
The Low Friction Handling Circuit is a dry polished concrete circuit, with multiple corners of varying shape, that provide the ultimate test of car control.
Dynamic Area
An open, paved area where handling characteristics and proper driving techniques are showcased while navigating through specialized exercises with dry traction. This area can also be configured to accommodate custom programs.

Construction/Facility Highlights
· The building includes approximately 50,000 SF of interior conditioned space
· The building includes over 10,000 SF of event space
· Over 337,000 cubic yards of earth (24,000 dump trucks) were imported and moved to form the track
· The track incorporates over 23,000 tons of asphalt, 4 miles of underground drainage, over 22 miles of underground electric cable, and an 88,000 gallon recycled water tank to supply the wetted track modules
· The facility has a total of 228 parking spaces
· The project is LEED Certified, incorporating sustainability features including low VOC materials, high efficiency HVAC systems, recycled water use, and LED lighting
· The facility uses recycled water for the wetted track modules, and for the landscape irrigation
· The facility has a total of 12 DC and 25 AC electric vehicle charging stations
